Trial 1 (HP LaserJet 4250)

1) Dot pattern printed successfully

2) Pen did not buzz or fail

3) Marks are captured by software and look similar to actual.
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Trial 2 (HP DeskJet 5850)

1) Dot pattern printed successfully, though there were rows of ink that were darker than the rest.
2) Pen did not buzz or fail, except when written over the darker rows. 

3) All marks (even over the dark rows) are captured by software and look similar to actual.

Results:

Trial 1 (Printing on slicker, front side)

1) Dot pattern did not print successfully. Paper appears dark gray and grainy. Dot pattern faded along creases of cards. Possibly attributed to the paper’s thickness or slickness of the surface.

2) Pen buzzes.

3) Ink does not show up very well on paper. 

4) Marks are captured by software and look similar to actual.
